Zivot maltézskych knézi ve svétle konventnich statut

Radovi kaplani Ceského velkopfevorstvi se méli v prvni fadé f{dit celofddovymi sta-
tuty. Vedle toho vznikly postupné ¢tyfi fady statut spojené s prazskym konventem:
némeckd statuta Ziti ve spoleCenstvi (1740, 1759 a 1819), latinskd pravidla Ziti pro
bratry na beneficiich (1746 a 1871), latinskd domaci statuta konventu (druhé polo-
vina 18. stoleti — 1841) a statuta pro novice, kterd se osamostatnila nejpozdéji v roce
1859. Béhem doby se tyto fady rtizné prolinaly. Vytisténim sborniku textd dileZitych
pro fddové kaplany doslo k zakonzervovani znéni statut pro novice i bratry.

Jednotlivd pravidla byla vesmés pomérné stabilni, ale je mozné sledovat jejich
pozvolné pfizpiisobovini dobové situaci. To se projevilo zejména u kanonickych ho-
dinek, stravovani ¢i kompetenci nékterych konventnich hodnostéfa. Zastaralé ¢lanky
(napf. zakaz noSeni paruk) byly vypustény a dle dobové potfeby dopliioviny nové
(napf. zakaz koufeni). Zminénd statuta nepokryvala veskerou problematiku feholni-
ho Zivota, ale zaméfovala se zejména na nejdilezitéjsi oblasti. Jednalo se pfedev§im
o spravu a fungovani konventu, pastora¢ni sluzbu, duchovni péci, sprivu majetku,
sluzbu Bohu a samoziejmé chovini ¢lenti konventu. Statuta tak viibec nereflektovala
kupftikladu nékteré funkciondfe konventu.

Radovi statuta viak byvala mnohdy porusovina. Z Castéjsich provinéni lze zminit
¢iny odporujici bratrské lasce, navitévovini hospod, nadmérnou konzumaci alkoholu,
nevhodné kontakty s Zenami & chozeni v civilnim obleceni. Dokonce bylo také mozné
se setkat s neposlusnosti a nedctou vi¢i pfedstavenému. Mezi provinilci se vyskytovali
nejenom novicové a klerici, ale rovnéz i profesni bratii. Nejednou porusoval pravidla
téz samotny pfevor, kdyZ nebyl schopen zjednat klid v konventu nebo zajistit pocest-
nost jeho ¢lent & kdyz svolil k projedndvani sporu bratri pfed civilnim soudem.

The order chaplains of the Grand Priory of Bohemia were fo be governed first and
Jforemost by order-wide statutes. In addition, four series of statutes connected to the Prague
convention were created in succession. the German statute of living in a community (1740,
1759 and 1819), the Latin rules of living for brethren at the benefices (1746 and 1871),
the Latin domestic statutes of the convent (second half of the 18th century to 1841) and
the statutes for novices, which became independent no later than 1859. During the period,
these files permeated in different ways. By printing a collection of texts important to the
order chaplains, the wording of the statute for novices and brethren was preserved. The
individual rules were generally relatively stable, but it is possible to observe their gradual
adaptation to the period situation. This was particularly evident in the canonical hours,
alimentation or competences of some of the convent’s dignitaries. OQutdated parts (e.g. the
ban on wearing wigs) have been deleted and new ones added as needed (e.g. the ban on
smoking). The mentioned statutes did not cover all the issues of monastic life, but focused
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in particular on the most important areas. These were mainly the administration and
Sfunctioning of the convent, pastoral service, spiritual care, management of the property,
service to God and, of course, the conduct of the members of the convent. Thus, the statutes
did not reflect at all, for example, some of convention functionaries.

Howewver, the order statutes were often violated. Of the more frequent offenses, can
be mentioned the acts contrary to fraternal love, attending a pubs, excessive alcohol
consumption, inappropriate contacts with women, or going out from convent in
civilian clothes. It was even possible to be met with disobedience and disrespect towards
the superior. The offenders included not only novices and clerics, but also professional
brethren. More than once, the prior itself broke the rules when he was unable to bring

peace to the convention or ensure the honesty of its members, or when he agreed fo hear
the brethrens dispute in a civil court.

Pradelna a kaznice na Starém mésté prazském

Studie pojedndvd o historii, architektonickém vyvoji a zménach urbaniza¢niho pro-
cesu Starého mésta prazského na piikladu byvalé pfadelny a trestnice. V soucasné
dobé bychom obé dvé budovy mohly teoreticky najit pod drovni Ndmésti Jana Pala-
cha, jenz dnes pati{ k uméleckym, intelektudlnim a spolecenskym epicentrim hlav-
niho mésta Prahy. Je tieba zdlraznit, Ze Gzemi kolem dne$niho ndmésti mélo ve
stfedovéku pfedevsim dopravni vyznam. Vedla tudy jedna z hlavnich tras az k Valen-
tinskému brodu, ktery jesté dlouho pfed stavbou Juditina mostu pfedstavoval jeden
z méla zplisobt, jak se dostat ze Starého Mésta na Klarov. Nicméné role vyznamného
dopravniho spojeni vzala za své stavbou Juditina a ndsledné Karlova mostu. Brod uz
nebyl potieba, a tak se z hlavni prazské kiizovatky na staleti stala periferie. Z nepra-
videlného piirodniho biehu se zdvihala nizkd zdstavba domu, ohrad a dal$ich staveni
souvisejicich se skladovinim dfeva, k nimz navic pfiléhal hibitov obsluhujici Zidov-
ské ghetto. Misto pak dlouhou dobu slouzilo nejdfive jako smetisté, pozdéji dokonce
jako sklad sanytru.

Samotny pojem piddelna, respektive Spinnhaus se jiz od 16. stoleti rovnal de
facto vézeni, kde byli obvykle umisténé Zeny a muzi, ktefi se provinili drobnéj$imi
krimindlnimi delikty. Ndzev odkazuje na ¢innost pfedeni, kterou museli uvéznéni
vykondvat. Nucend price méla slouzit k ndpravé a kdzni, protoze zdkladnim tcelem
této instituce byla spiSe myslenka resocializace nez trestu. V modernim pojeti je tedy
mozné povazovat Spinnhaus za pocitek vézeriského systému.

Diky dochovanym spistim, a pfedeviim plinové dokumentaci ve Sbirce map
a plant Nérodniho archivu tak mame i pfedstavu o Zivoté v pfadelné a kdznici a ar-
chitektonickému vyvoji obou dvou staveb. Nicméné postupem ¢asu rostla potieba
kvalitnéjstho propojeni obou vltavskych bfeht, protoze provizorni pfivoz uz nesta-
¢il. Byla zde postavena Rudolfova ldvka, které vSak pfedchizelo v letech 1836-1840
intenzivni jedndn{ s majiteli pozemki v okoli Vltavy. Muselo zde dojit k pfestavbé,
Upravdm a opravé celého ndbiezi od pfidelny az po celou Sanytrovu ulici. K radikal-
néjsi zméné nabrezi vSak doslo deset let po postavéni ldvky v roce 1878 stavbou né-
bfezni zdi na nynéjsim AlSové nabfezi. Pfed zahdjenim stavby Rudolfina byl tak cely
pozemek od roku 1875 upravovin a prekazejici zastavba byla postupné odstranéna,
k Cemuz patiila i budova byvalé pfidelny a kdznice. Po staleti nevlidné dzemi na
Starém Mesté prazském se tak postupné proménilo na konci 19. stoleti v umélecké,
intelektudlni a spolecenské centrum hlavniho mésta Prahy.

The study discusses the history, architectural development and changes of the urbanization
process of the Old City of Prague in the example of a former spinning mill and a penitentiary.
Currently, the two buildings could theoretically be found below the level of Jan Palach
Square, which is now one of the artistic, intellectual and social epicenters of the capital
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city of Prague. It should be emphasized that the area around the present-day square had
primarily the importance of transport in the Middle Ages. It took one of the main routes all
the way to the Valentine ford, which, long before the Judith Bridge was built, represented
one of the few ways to get from the Old Town to Kldrov. However, the role of a significant
transport link terminated with the construction of Judith Bridge and, subsequently, the
Charles Bridge.

The ford was no longer needed, so the main crossroad of Prague became the periphery
Jor centuries. From the irregular natural shore rose the low-rise of houses, corrals and
other buildings related to the storage of wood, with the addition of a cemetery serving the
Jewish ghetto. The site then served for a long time first as a rubbish dump, and later even
as a saltpetre storage unit.

Since the 16th century, the very concept of spinning mill, or Spinnhaus was de facto
identical to a prison where women and men who are guilty of more minor criminal offenses
were usually housed. ‘Ihe designation refers to the spinning activity the prisoners had to
perform. Forced labor was to be used for correrction and discipline, because the fundamental
purpose of this institution was the idea of resocialization rather than punishment. In
modern terms, the Spinnhaus can therefore be seen as the beginning of the prison system.

Thanks to the preserved files and, above all, the planning documentation in the National
Archives* Collection of Maps and Plans, we also have an idea of life in the spinning mill
and the penitentiary and of the architectural development of the two buildings. However,
over time, the need for better connectivity between the two Vitava shores grew because
the provisional ferry was no longer suufficient. Rudolfs footbridge was built here, but it
was preceded in 1836—1840 by intense negotiations with the owners of estates in the area
around the river Vitava. The whole waterfront from the spinning mill to all of the street
Sanytrovd had to be rebuilt, modified and repaired.

Howewer, a more radical change of waterfront occurred ten years after the construction
of the footbridge in 1878 by the construction of a waterfront wall on the present Alfovo
embankment. Before the construction of Rudolfinum began, the entire property was
modified from 1875 and the obstructive buildings were gradually removed, which included
also the former spinning mill and penitentiary. The unwelcoming territory of Prague’s Old
Town persisted for centuries was gradually transformed at the end of the 19th century info
the artistic, intellectual and social centre of Prague’s capital.

Rekonstrukee zvonového fondu na severnim Plzensku
za pomoci sekundarné dochovanych pramenii
Prispévek si klade za cil v prvé fadé nahlédnout do komplexnosti zvonového fondu
na tGzemi Plzefi-sever a déle Cdstecné zrekonstruovat jeho stav pouze na zikladé
dochovanych archivnich prament a literatury. Jednotlivé odstavce se tak vénujf jed-
notlivym archivnim pramentim, které lze vyuzit k rekonstrukei zvonového inventife.
Mezi né fadime napfiklad kroniky, fardtské relace, dopisy, fotografie, odlitky, obtahy
a piekresy, evidenéni karty a rekvizi¢ni dokumentaci z prvni a druhé svétové vilky.
Vzhledem k rozsahu tzemi, na kterém se rozkldda severni Plzensko je do pro-
dukce zvoni zahrnuto mnozZstvi zvonafi a firem z riiznych vyrobnich stfedisek (napf.
Praha, Klatovy, Videii, Cheb, Chomutov, Broumov a dalsi). Hlavnim z nich v§ak
z jasnych divodu zustdvd Plzen, kterd byla po dlouhou dobu sidelnim méstem mno-
ha vyznamnych zvonafu a dilen, ktefi svymi vyrobky vypliiovali poptdvku na Plzeri-
sku. V oblasti se podafilo identifikovat zvony od bezmadla padesiti zvonait, jejichz
dila se do jednotlivych objektd dostivala budto cilenou objednidvkou, odkoupenim
z primdrniho mista zavéSeni, darem nebo neplacenou relokaci. Zdvére¢na tabulka
shrnuje vysledky studia a rozbori archivnich prameni, pficemz se timto zptisobem
podafilo dolozit celkem 279 zvond, z nichz 175 bylo mozné pfifadit ke konkrétnimu
zvonafi. Z celkového poctu zvont se jich 104 nepodafilo bezpeéné piifadit k vyrob-
ci a vybizi se tedy moznost dalstho pfezkoumadni, idedlné propojeného s terénnim
vyzkumem, ktery by piinesl poznatky o soucasném stavu zvonového inventife na
severnim Plzerisku.

The paper aims to first of all look into the complexity of the bell fund in the region Pilsen-
North and further partially reconstruct its condition based only on preserved archival sources
and literature. Individual paragraphs are thus devoted to individual archival sources,
which can be used to reconstruct the bell inventory. These include, for example, chronicles,
vicar’s reports, letters, photographs, castings, drawings and redrawings, registration cards
and requisition documentation from the First and Second World Wars.

Due to the extent of the territory in which the Northern Pilsen region is situated,
a number of bellfounders and companies from wvarious production centres (e.g. Prague,
Klatovy, Vienna, Cheb, Chomutov, Broumov and others) are included in the production
of the bells. The main one, howewer, for clear reasons remains Pilsen, which for a long time
was the seat of mamny important bellfounders and workshops which satisfied the demand in
Pilsen region with their products.

In the area, it was possible to identify bells from nearly fifty bellfounders, whose works
were received into individual objects either by targeted order, purchase from a primary
hanging site, donation or unpaid relocation. The final table summarizes the results of
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studies and analyses of archival sources, and in this way managed to document a total of
279 bells, of which 175 could be assigned to a particular bell maker. Of the total number
of bells, 104 have not been safely assigned to the producer and it is therefore encouraged fo
have a further review, ideally linked to field research, which would provide insights into
the current state of the bell inventory in North Pilsen region.

Josef Jonas a Radomir Luza a jejich vztah

K ¢asopisu Svédectvi

Pavel Tigrid néjakou dobu uvazoval o zalozeni Casopisu propojujiciho rtizné skupiny
lidi pracujicich v exilu a peclivé si vybiral své budouci spolupracovniky. CICny prvni
redakéni rady se stali dva jeho dlouholeti pfitelé: Radomir Luza (bydlici v té dobé
v Pafizi) a Josef Jonas (Zijici ve Vidni). Josef Jonas zfidil distribu¢ni centrum nového
asopisu ve Vidni a jeho kontaktni adresa byla zvefejnéna od druhého ¢isla ¢asopisu.
Spoluprice Gspésné pokracovala.

V pribéhu daliich let déval Pavel Tigrid na kulturné-politickych strankach své
ndzorové bohaté revue prostor i autorim, ktefi byli dfive na opa¢né strané, byvalym
komunistam, ktef{ po uddlosti 21. srpna 1968 opustili své pfesvédéeni. Mnozi z nich
byli v 70. letech perzekvovéni a tehdej$im ¢eskoslovenskym rezimem nuceni k exilu.
Byl mezi nimi i vynikajici novindf Jifi Lederer, ktery inicioval setkdni lidi v exilu
u prilezitosti 25. vyro¢i zaloZeni Svédectvi. Sympozium pofidalo sekuldrni sdruzeni
,Opus Bonum® v Rohru v Cele s Anastazem Opasekem. Na setkdni byli pozvini
zéstupci riznych exilovych proudd, spisovatelé a nakladatelé exilovych tiski a vsich-
ni spolupracovnici Svédectvi. Pfestoze Luza i Jonds$ byli pozddani, aby na schuzi
promluvili, neztcastnili se. Byla to forma protestu proti Pavlu Tigridovi, ktery se
rozhodl predat Casopis nové exulantské generaci a tuto skute¢nost ozndmil po svém,
napsanim ozndmeni v tirdZi.

Vynatky z osobni pozustalosti Jifiho Lederera, ulozené v prazské knihovné Libri
prohibiti, dokumentuji blizky vztah osob ¢eskoslovenského exilu, Zijicich v riznych
zemich, k ¢asopisu a jeho vyznam pro Ceskoslovenské obcany, kterym byl ¢asopis
vénovian.

For a time, Pavel Tigrid considered setting up a review connecting different groups of
people working in exile, choosing his future colleagues carefully. Two of his longtime friends
became members of the first editorial board: Radomir Luza (residing in Paris at the time)
and Josef Jonds (living in Vienna). Josef Jonds set up a distribution centre for a new review
in Vienna and his contact address was published from the second issue of the review. The
cooperation continued successfully.

Ower the next few years, Pavel Tigrid gave on the cultural-political pages in his
opinion-rich review also the space to authors who had previously been on the opposite side,
for former communists who abandoned their persuation after the event on August 21, 1968.

Many of them were persecuted in the 1970s and forced into exile by the then Cze-
choslovak regime. Among them was the excellent journalist Jiti Lederer, who initiated
a meeting of people in exile on the occasion of the 25th anniversary of the setting of
the Witness. The symposium was hosted by the secular association ,Opus Bonum* in
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Robhr, headed by Anastdiz Opasek. Representatives of various exilestreams, writers and
publishers of exiled prints and all colleagues of the Witness were invited to the meeting.
Although both LuZa and Jonds were asked to speak at the meeting, they did not attend.
1t was a form of protest against Pavel Tigrid, who decided to hand the magazine over
to a new exiled generation and announced this fact in his own way, by writing an
announcement in an imprint.

The excerpts from the personal estate of Jiri Lederer, stored in the Libri Prohibiti
library in Prague, document the close relationship of persons of Czechoslovak exile,
living in different countries, to the review and its importance to the Czechoslovak
citizens to whom the review was dedicated.

Prazcova aféra v mezivaleéném obdobi. Pripad sekéniho §éfa
IV. odboru v ministerstvu Zeleznic Ing. Ladislava Otty
Prazcova aféra predstavuje jednu z nejvétsich uplatkdiskych afér mezivile¢ného ob-
dobi. Tykala se pracovnikd ministerstva Zeleznic a CSD, previzné brnénského fe-
ditelstvi. Podstatou aféry bylo jedndni tzv. pfejimacich komisaft, tedy zaméstnancii
CSD, ktefi pfebirali od soukromych dodavatelid prazce a dal$i dfevo pro potieby
CSD. Pii prejimkéch prazce dostate¢né nekontrolovali a akceptovali i prazce nespl-
fiujici jakostni podminky. Za tento piistup byli dodavateli v raznych forméch odmé-
fiovéni (strava, dary i finanéni ¢dstky). Aféra v plné sile propukla po roce 1933, kdy
bylo zahdjeno vySetfovani. Pfed Krajsky trestni soud v Brné bylo postaveno na tfi
desitky obzalovanych z piijimdni{ a poskytovini uplatkd, jednalo se o pfejimaci ko-
misafe i pfedstavitele dodavatelskych podnikt pfevdzné ze Slovenska a Podkarpatské
Rusi. V kvétnu 1937 byl sice vynesen rozsudek, ktery posilal vétsinu obzZalovanych
na nékolik mésicti az dva roky ve vézeni. Odvolani obzalovanych a zména politické
situace mély za ndsledek, Ze konecné rozhodnuti nepfichazelo. Tecku v celé aféfe
pfinesla milost, kterou obvinénym udélil v roce 1942 stitni prezident Emil Hécha.
S ohledem na rozsah aféry se autofi zaméfili na jednoho z aktéru, nejvyse po-
staveného v celé aféfe, na byvalého sekéniho §éfa stavebniho (IV.) odboru minister-
stva Zeleznic Ing. Ladislava Ottu. Sim Otta nebyl do aféry zapojen pfimym branim
uplatka, avsak byl stihdn za to, Ze kryl nezdkonné jedndni svych podfizenych a o bra-
ni dplatkd musel védét. Pii prohlidce provedené v jeho domé a pii vyslesich vystu-
povaly na povrch nepofddky na ministerstvu Zeleznic a dokonce i dfedni tajné spisy,
které si Otto pfinesl domu po svém pensionovini v roce 1932. Otto byl nakonec
podezfeni ze své Glasti v prazcové aféfe zprostén, byl vak odsouzen za vojensky de-
likt, zpasobeny pfechovavinim tajnych spisi. Udéleny trest byl podmine¢ny a v roce

1939 byl jiz zahlazen.

The sleeper affair is one of the largest bribery affairs of the interwar period. It concerned
employees of the Ministry of Railways and the Czech Railways, mainly the Brno
headquarters. The essence of the affair was the actions of the so-called acceptance
commissioners, i.e. employees of the Czech Railways who accepted sleepers and other wood
from private suppliers for the needs of the Czech Railways. During the acceptances, they
did not check the sleepers sufficiently and accepted sleepers that did not meet the quality
requirements. The suppliers were rewarded for this approach in various forms (food, gifts
and financial sums). The affair broke out in full force after 1933, when the investigation
was launched. About three dozen defendants were brought before the Regional Criminal
Court in Brno for accepting and providing bribes; these were acceptance commissioners and
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representatives of supplier companies, mainly from Slovakia and Subcarpathian Ruthenia.
In May 1937, a verdict was handed down, sending most of the defendants to prison for
several months to two years. The appeals of the defendants and the change in the political
situation meant that the final decision was not forthcoming. The whole affair was brought
to an end by the pardon granted to the accused by the state president Emil Hdcha in 1942.

Considering the scope of the affair, the authors focused on one of the actors, the highest-
ranking in the whole affair, the former section chief of the construction (IV.) department
of the Ministry of Railways, Ing. Ladislav Otto. Otto himself was not directly involved
in the affair by taking bribes, but he was prosecuted for covering up the illegal actions of
his subordinates and must have known about the taking of bribes. During the search of
his house and during the interrogations, irregularities in the Ministry of Railways and
even secret official files that Otto had brought home after his retirement in 1932 came fo
light. Otto was eventually acquitted of suspicion of his involvement in the sleeper affair,
but was convicted of a military offense caused by the storage of secret files. The sentence was
suspended and was already overturned in 1939.

Between clientelism and interests: local elites and church
conflicts in Subcarpathian Rus in 1918—1939

In the interwar period, during the time of Czechoslovakia in Subcarpathian Rus,
there were significant disputes over the ownership of church property. The relations
between the Greek Catholics and the Orthodox were particularly heated. The ac-
tive growth in the number of Orthodox was accompanied by conflicts with Greek
Catholics, as the Orthodox were supplemented by Greek Catholics who converted
to other religions. In some places, almost entire villages were converted, leading to
conflict with the minority of Greek Catholics in such a village. As a result, local
authorities were forced to make sometimes very unpopular decisions in favor of one
or the other religious community, or both at the same time. This study aims to try to
explore the causes and content of the conflicts between Greek Catholics and Ortho-
dox in the light of archival documents.

V' mezivdlecném obdobi, v dobé Ceskoslovenska na Podkarpatské Rusi, dochdzelo
k vyznamnym sporiim o vlastnictvi cirkevniho majetku. Obzvldsté vyostiené byly vztahy
mezi feckokatoliky a pravoslavnymi. Aktivni riist poctu pravoslavmych byl doprovdzen
konflikty s teckokatoliky, profoze pravoslavni byli dopliiovdni Feckokatolici, kteri
konvertovali k jinym ndbozenstvim. Na nékterych mistech byly konvertovdny témérv celé
vesnice, coz vedlo ke konfliktu s mensinou feckokatolikii v takové vesnici. V diisledku toho
byly mistni drady nuceny cinit nékdy velmi nepopuldrni rozhodnuti ve prospéch jedné
(i drubé ndbozenské obce, pripadné obou soucasné. Tato studie si klade za cil pokusit se
prozkoumat priciny a obsah konfliktic mezi Feckokatoliky a pravoslavnymi ve svétle
archivnich dokumentil.

Voter Mobilization Strategies applied by the German political
parties of Slovakia (1920—1938)

According to the 1921 census, over three million citizens of the newly formed Cze-
choslovak Republic announced that they are of German nationality, but the sociali-
zation of the German-speakers living in Cisleithenia diftered from the ones living in
Transleithenia, especially from the Germans living in the north-eastern Spis County.
Some members of the regional German political and economic elite nurishing a hi-
gh-sense of self-government and not wanting to risk their welfare under Hungarian
rule, attempted to act against the annexation of the Czechoslovak legionary troops.
After the consolidation of the Czechoslovak nation-state, they formed the Zipser
Deutsche Partei, which prioritized goals like protecting the political and economic
interests of the regional elite, applying language rights and improving the economic
status of the German smallholders and workers. The party’s strategies mostly tar-
getted the latter groups by offering them tax counselling free of charge or by bribery.
On the other hand, the Zipser Deutsche Partei’s sole interest was to keep those
people in position, with whom they could cooperate and gained general prestige
throughout the years, regardless of their political affiliation. The high-sense of self
government paired with anti-foreigner rhetorics as well: the party sought to point
out the ones, who didn't belong in the society of Spis. These outsiders were mostly
the members of the Karpathendeutsche Partei, which started of as an activist, pro-
-governmental party and allied with the Bund der Landwirte, the Sudeten German
Smallholders’ League. At the same time, the party’s most consistent method of voter
mobilization was the propagation of the idea of German national unity, the ideolo-
gy of the Volksgemeinschaft. It is no wonder, that the two party’s were each others
rivals, since while the Zipser Deutsche Partei wanted to preserve the pre-1918 poli-
tical, economic networks, the Karpathendeutsche Partei attempted to integrate the
institutions of “Zipsers” into the framework of the Sudeten German institutional
network. This is why the members of the party used anti-establishment rhetorics
as well, to generate distrust towards the local ,Zipser” elite. Finally, mostly after the
1935 parliamentary elections, when the Karpathendeutsche Partei became the tool
of Henlein and Hitler, the radicalized German youth in Spi§ sought to induce fear
through militaristic behaviour.

Podla scitania ludu z roku 1921 sa viac ako tri miliony obéanov novovzniknutej Ces-
koslovenskej republiky hldsili k nemeckej ndrodnosti, ale socializdcia nemecky hovoriacich
obyvatelov Cisleithenia sa liSila od tych, ktori Zili v Transleithenia, najmé od Nemcov
Zijiicich v severovychodnej Spisskej Zupe. Niektori clenovia regiondlnej nemeckej politickej
a hospoddrskej elity, ktori si pestovali vysoky zmysel pre sebaspravu a necheeli riskovat
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svoj blahobyt pod madarskou nadvlddou, sa pokisili konat proti anexii Ceskoslovenskych
legiondrskych vojsk. Po konsoliddcii ceskoslovenského narodného stdtu zaloZili Zipser Deu-
tsche Partei, ktord uprednostriiovala ciele ako ochrana politickych a hospoddrskych zdujmov
regiondlnej elity, uplatriovanie jazykovych priav a zlepsenie ekonomického postavenia ne-
meckych drobnych rolnikov a robotnikov. Stratégie strany sa zameriavali najmdé na tieto
skupiny tym, Ze im ponikali bezplatné dariové poradenstvo alebo iiplatky. Na drubej st-
rane, jedinym zdujmom Zipser Deutsche Partei bolo udrzat si na pozicidch ludi, s ktorymi
mohli spolupracovat a v priebehu rokov si ziskavar vseobecnii prestiz, bez ohladu na ich
politickil prisiusnost. Vysoky zmysel pre sebaspravu sa spdjal aj s rétorikou proti cudzincom:
strana sa snaZila poukdzat' na tych, ktori nepatrili do spisskej spolocnosti. Tito outsideri boli
vdcsinou clenovia Karpathendeutsche Partei, ktord zacinala ako aktivistickd, providdna
strana a spojila sa s Bund der Landwirte, Sudetonemeckou ligou drobnych rolnikov. Zd-
roveri najkonzistentnefSou metodou strany na mobilizdciu volicov bolo sirenie myslienky
nemeckej ndrodnej jednoty, ideoldgie Volksgemeinschaftu. Niet divu, Ze tieto dve strany
boli navzdjom rivalmi, kedZe zatial co Zipser Deutsche Partei cheela zachovat politické
a ekonomické siete spred roku 1918, Karpathendeutsche Partei sa snaZila integrovat in-
Stitiicie ,zipsovcov® do rdmea sudetonemeckej instituciondinej siete. Preto lenovia strany
pouivali aj rétoriku proti establismentu, aby vyvolali nedéveru voci miestnej ,zipsovskes
elite. Nakoniec, najmd po parlamentnych volbdch v roku 1935, ked'sa Karpathendeutsche
FPartei stala ndstrojom Henleina a Hitlera, sa radikalizovand nemeckd mlddez na Spisi
snazila vyvolat strach militaristickym spravanim.

Chaska nicemna? Naréeni z Korupee a politicka identita
¢eskyceh narodnich socialistii

Predklddana studie ilustruje, jak riznd obvinéni z korupce (ktera jsou zde vnimédna jak
v materidlnim, tak moralnim smyslu), kterym museli Cesti ndrodni socialisté Celit od sa-
mého poditku své existence jako autonomni politické strany, izce souvisela s ndstupem
moderni a pluralitni masové politiky a s bojem, ktery proti sobé svadéla politickd hnu-
ti ve snaze dosdhnout politické hegemonie. V sociopolitickém a intelektudlnim kon-
textu takového boje o hegemonii pfedstavovali ¢esti ndrodni socialisté populistickou
pokrokovou silu, zvldsté vyznamny vysledek tehdejsi radikalni masové politiky. Jako
takovi ndrodni socialisté ztélestiovali velkou hrozbu pro své nejvyznamnéjsi odpurce,
socidlni demokraty. Na zdkladé takového predpokladu studie déle analyzuje sociopo-
liticky a ideologicky kontext takového boje o hegemonii a zdroveri nastifiuje schéma
politického boje mezi nirodnimi socialisty a socidlnimi demokraty, dvéma hlavnimi
socialistickymi a konkurenénimi politickymi proudy pfed rokem 1918. Vechna obvi-
néni z korupce, kterd se zaméfovala na ndrodné socialistické pozice po celou prvni po-
lovinu 20. stoleti, méla podkopat jejich moralni a politickou legitimitu. Na svou obranu
ndrodné socialistickd strana realizovala a ,investovala“ svij specificky socidlni kapital,
jehoz sila a potencidl vychdzely z filozofie déjin a historické teleologie strany, jakoz
iz charismatické autority jejich vidcd, spojené vesmés s koncepci ,bratrstvi“ a novodo-
bého kultovniho mucednictvi, které tvofilo kolektivni identitu strany.

The presented study illustrates the way that various allegations of corruption (which are perceived
here in both material and moral terms) that the Czech National Socialists had to face from the
very beginning of their existence as autonomous political party were closely related to the emergence
of modern and pluralistic mass politics and the struggle that political movements waged against
each other in pursuit of political hegemony. In the sociopolitical and intellectual context of such

a struggle for hegemony, the Czech National Socialists represented a populist progressive force,

a particularly important result of the radical mass politics of the time. As such, National Socialists

embodied a major threat to their most prominent opponents, the Social Democrats. Based on such

a premise, the study further analyzes the sociopolitical and ideological context of such a struggle
Jor hegemony, while outlining a pattern of political struggle between national socialists and
social democrats, the fwo main socialist and competitive political currents before 1918. All the
allegations of corruption that targeted on National Socialist positions throughout the first half of
the 20th century were intended to undermine their moral and political legitimacy. In its defense,

the National Socialist Party realized and ,invested* its specific social capital, which strength and
potential derived from the party’s philosophy of history and historical feleology, as well as the
charismatic authority of its leaders, all implicated in the concept of ,brotherhood” and modern-day

cult martyrdom, which formed the collective identity of the party.

Staitni spolehlivost jako pravni pojem a jeho bezpec¢nostni
aspekty v mezivaleéném Ceskoslovensku

Zikon o obrané stitu zavedl po svém schvileni novy pojem stdtni spolehlivosti. Pres-
toze neslo v mezindrodnim srovndni o nic vyjimeéného, vyvolalo to tvrdou kritiku
zejména ze strany némeckych politika a pravnika s tim, Ze se jednd o opatfeni pro-
ti mensinim v Ceskoslovensku. Proti zdkonu viak hlasovala i komunistickd strana
s argumentaci, Ze zdkon md protilidovy charakter. Pivodné navic toto vymezujici
ustanoveni ve vlddnim nédvrhu ani nebylo a bylo pfiddno az béhem parlamentniho
jedndni Po vyhroceném politickém souboiji o kli¢ovou krizovou legislativu druhé po-
loviny 30. let, kterd reagovala pfedev§im na vnéjsi hrozby z nacistického Némecka,
bylo tfeba legislativu uvést do praxe. Ani to se neobeslo bez mnohého vyjastiovéni,
stiznosti a potiZi s aplikaci, coZ ukazuje fada prosetfovanych pfipadi dochovanych
v archivnich pramenech.

Pojem stédtni spolehlivosti pravné netypicky definovany demonstrativnim a spe-
kulativnim vyétem v zdkoné o obrané stitu vyvoldval kontroverze a dal se teoreticky
jako nékteré jiné pasdze v zdkoné zneuzit, Souboj o tento pojem se pfitom odehrival
iv tisku. A to dokonce i mezi stranami, které spolu sedély ve vladé. StéZejni pro po-
chopeni aplikace pojmu stitni spolehlivosti je vSak pfedevsim argumentace jednoho
Vorla, ktery k celému zdkonu sepsal v roce 1936 komentaf a shrnul i jeho providé-
ci nafizeni. Pouze stitné spolehlivd osoba mohla provozovat podniky dulezité pro
obranu stitu. Paradoxem také ziistivd, Ze zdkon o obrané stitu véetné pojmu stitni
spolehlivosti zistal v platnosti jak béhem protektoritniho stitniho zfizeni, tak jesté
mnoho let po ném v dobach vlddy komunistického rezimu. Jeho platnost skoncila az
v roce 1961. Ani urychlené zaviadéni nové krizové legislativy zakonoddrci nakonec
existenci prvorepublikového Ceskoslovenska nezachranilo. Tehdejsi udalosti pted-
stavuji 1 nad¢asové memento. Obranyschopnost zemé a loajdlni jedndni vadi stitu
jsou zdsadni i pro nasi soucasnost.

The State Defense Act introduced a new concept of state reliability upon its approval.
Although it was not exceptional in international comparison, it drew harsh criticism
especially from German politicians and lawyers, saying it was a measure against minorities
in Czechoslovakia. However, the Communist Party also voted against the law, arguing
that the law had an anti-people character. Moreover, originally this defining provision was
not even included in the governments proposal and was only added during parliamentary
proceedings. After an escalated political contest over key crisis legislation in the second
half of the 1930s, which mainly responded to external threats from Nazi Germany, the
legislation needed to be put into practice. This too has not been without much clarification,
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complaints and difficulties with the application, as shown by a number of investigated cases
preserved in archival sources.

The notion of state reliability legally uncharacteristically defined by a demonstra-
tive and speculative account in the Defense of the State Act caused controversy and
could theoretically be misused like some other passages in the law. At the same time, the
contest for this term also fook place in the press. Even among the parties that worked
together in government. Central to understanding the application of the concept of
state reliability, however, is principally the argument of one of the most important legal
experts of the Ministry of National Defense, Dr Jaroslav Vorel, who wrote a commen-
tary on the whole law in 1936 and summarized its implementing regulations. Only
a state-reliable person could run businesses important for the defense of the state. The
paradox also remains that the State Defense Act, including the notion of state reliabi-
lity, remained in force both during the Protectorate state establishment and for many
years affer that during the communist regime. It did not expire until 1961. Even
the accelerated implementation of the new crisis legislation by the lawmakers did not
save the existence of first-republic’s Czechoslovakia. The events of the day also represent
a transhistorical memento. The country’s defences and loyalty fo the state are essential
also to our present.

Nacisticka osidlovaci politika v Protektordtu Cechy Morava
versus korupce. Obeené prospésna osidlovaci a bytova
spolecénost v Praze pod drobnohledem kontrolnich organii

Od zacitku 20. stoleti se prazské ctvrti HoleSovice-Bubny a Bubene¢ staly mistem,
kam se ze starych sidelnich ¢tvrti Starého a Nového Mésta prazského stéhoval stile
véts{ polet pfislusniki prazské némecké komunity. To bylo umoznéno nejen vlast-
nictvim potfebnych pozemki pro vystavbu domd, ale zejména existenci némeckych
bytovych druzstev. Némeckd druzstva zaddvala praci némeckym architektiim, kte-
i v mezivile¢ném obdobi jen téZko ziskdvali zakdzky mimo svou obec. Nésledné
druzstva pronajimala byty v dokonéenych domech nejen, ale pfedevdim némecky
mluvicim obyvatelim Prahy. Vznikl tak uzavieny kruh, ktery svym zptisobem suplo-
val paternalistickou ¢innost radnic, obce ¢ stitu. V dobé prvni republiky fungovala
v Holesovicich-Bubnech dvé stavebni druzstva: Prager Volkswohnungsverein a Bau-
genossenschaft fir Bank-und Sparkassen-beamte in Prag. Ve druhé poloviné roku
1939 byla tato druzstva pievedena pod nacistickou kontrolu a obé stavebni druzstva
byla sloucena do Gemeinnutzige Siedlungs-und Wohnungsgesellschaft m. b. H.
Novi spole¢nost se stala nejvétsim vlastnikem domu v Praze 7 a vlastnila 45 domu.
Jejim spravcem byl Jochen Tostmann, jinak §éf prvniho podniku vefejného bydleni ve
Vidni - Erste Gemeinnutzige Baugesellschaft fir Kleinwohnungen g.m.b.H Wien.
Cinnost Obecné prospésné bytové spolecnosti se nakonec dostala pod kontrolu Deu-
tsche Revisions- und Treuhind-Aktiengesellschaft v Berliné a dvakrit pod kontrolu
Revisions- und Treuhinder A.G., zkricené Retog. Druhd Retogova inspekce bez
véhani oznacila Tostmannovy operace za doslova finan¢ni katastrofu. Tostmann byl
v ervenci 1940 odvolan z vedeni druzstev. Tento pfipad ndm poskytuje zajimavou
ilustraci korupce a zpronevéry v prostfedi nacisty ovladanych organizaci v Protekto-
ritu Cechy a Morava.

From the beginning of the 20th century, the Prague districts of HoleSovice-Bubny and
Bubenec became a place where an increasing number of members of the Prague German
community moved from the old settlement districts in the Old and New Towns of Prague.
This was made possible not only by the ownership of the necessary land for the construction
of houses, but especially by the existence of German housing cooperatives. The German
cooperatives gave work to German architects, who in the interwar period found it difficult
to obtain commissions outside their community. Subsequently, the cooperatives rented out
apartments in the finished houses not exclusively but mainly to German-speaking residents
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of Prague. This created a closed circle, which in a way substituted for the paternalistic
activities of the town halls, the municipality or the state. At the time of the First Republic,
two building cooperatives operated in Holesovice-Bubny: Prager Volkswohnungsverein
and Baugenossenschaft fiir Bank-und Sparkassen-beamte in Prag. In the second half of
1939, these cooperatives were transferred to Nazi control and the two building cooperatives
were merged into the Gemeinnutzige Siedlungs-und Wohnungsgesellschaft m. b. H. The
new company became the largest owner of houses in Prague 7, owning 45 houses. Its
treuhdnder was Jochen Tostmann, otherwise the head of the first public housing company
in Vienna - Erste Gemeinnutzige Baugesellschaft fiir Kleinwobhnungen g.m.b.H Wien. The
activities of the General Beneficial Housing Society were eventually subjected to the control
of the Deutsche Revisions— und Treubhind-Aktiengesellschaft in Berlin and fwice by the
Revisions- und Treuhinder A.G., abbreviated as Retog. The second of Retog’s inspections
unbesitatingly labelled Tostmann’s operations a literal financial disaster. Tostmann was
removed from the management of the cooperatives in July 1940. This case provides us with
an interesting illustration of corruption and embezzlement in the environment of Nazi-
dominated organizations in the Protectorate of Bobemia and Moravia.

Poéitky korupcniho skanddlu v souvislosti s vystavbou
videnské VS§eobeené nemocnice

V bifeznu 1980 ottdsl Rakouskem dosud nejvétsi korupéni skandél v déjindch. Teh-
dy denik Kurier a tydenik Profil pfinesly zprivy o nekalych praktikich pfi zaddvi-
ni zakizek v souvislosti se stavbou Vieobecné nemocnice mésta Vidné. Jednalo se
o reprezentativni stavebni a technologicky projekt druhé rakouské republiky, a proto
uvedené informace velmi rychle vzbudily pozornost vefejnosti. Indicie o zneuZiti ve-
fejnych prostfedki pro soukromé tcely, véetné takovych pfipadua jako ndvstéva noc-
nich podniki nebo existence schrankovych firem v Lichtenstejnsku, vedly k AKPE.
Tato spole¢nost méla od roku 1975 na starosti zrychleni a zefektivnéni stavebnich
praci. Socidlni demokracie odpovédnd za vedeni Vidné i stitu pochybeni odmitala.
Poukazovala na trojndsobny objem vystavby, nez byl pivodné plinovén, a rostouci
ceny. Vy¢itala opozici pokus o skandalizaci tam, kde Zddné protipravni jedndni neni.
Naproti tomu lidovei a Svobodni spatfovali v odhaleni Zurnalistd zpasob jak oslabit
dosavadni vysadni pozici socialisti.

AKH skanddl ptedstavoval prvni vyrazné medializovany pfipad korupce v ra-
kouskych déjindch. Ukdzal rostouci vliv kritické a ndzorové Zurnalistiky. Otfasl dii-
vérou Cisti vefejnosti v ,rakouskou cestu jednobarevnych socidlnédemokratickych
vlad. Jako by pfedznamenal pozvolny soumrak éry charismatického Bruna Kreiského
vyjadfeny také nucenym odchodem z vlddy jeho ,korunniho prince vicekancléfe
a ministra financi Hannese Androsche. V neposledni fadé tvofil piipad AKH jakysi
prolog k dal$im velkym skandaliim osmdesatych let 20. stoleti. Pfispél tak k proméné
voli¢ského chovini formou podstatného oslabeni vazeb mezi elektordtem a politic-

kym subjektem.

In March 1980, Austria was rocked by the biggest corruption scandal in history. At that
time, the Kurier daily and the weekly Profil reported on unfair procurement practices in
connection with the construction of the General Hospital of the City of Vienna. This was
a representative construction and technological project of the Austrian second republic
and therefore the information provided quickly attracted public attention. Indications of
misuse of public funds for private purposes, including cases such as visiting nightspots or the
existence of mailbox firms in Liechtenstein, led to AKPE. This company had been in charge
of accelerating and streamlining construction work since 1975. The Social Democracy
responsible for the leadership of both Vienna and the state has denied wrongdoing. It pointed
to three times as much construction as originally planned and rising prices. It blamed the
opposition for attempting to scandalise where there was no wrongdoing. By contrast, the
members of People’s Party and the Independents saw the unveiling of journalists as a way
to weaken the socialists' prerogative to date.
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The AKH scandal represented the first significantly publicized case of corruption in
Austrian bistory. It showed the growing influence of critical and opinional journalism. It
has shaken the confidence of a section of the public in the ,Austrian way“ of one-of-a-kind
social democratic governments. It was as if it foreshadowed the gradual twilight of the
charismatic Bruno Kreisky era, also expressed by the forced departure from the government
of his ,crown prince” vice chancellor and finance minister, Hannes Androsch. Last but not
least, the AKH case formed a kind of prologue to the other great scandals of the 1980s. It
has thus contributed to transforming voter behaviour by substantially weakening the links
between the electorate and the political entity.

Jompetition and Clientelism. The Institute for Social

Research’s Theory of the Racket
'The phenomena of clientelism and corruption prove to be elusive when trying to grasp
them theoretically. As they are always connected to personal dependence and personal
ties on a very concrete level, they do not fit into more abstract theoretical concepts
and are often either ignored by theoretical concepts or are seen as an anthropological
problem, not a problem of social theory. This text tries to circumnavigate these options
by remembering the Institute for Social Research’s theory of the racket, which was an
attempt by scholars like Max Horkheimer and Otto Kirchheimer to conceptualize the
return of personal dependence as a social phenomenon in the late 30ies and early 40ies.

To present a basis for presenting some central ideas of this theory, at first the
concept of unpersonal social ties, as it was conceptualized by early modern and liberal
thinkers like Hume, Locke and Smith is sketched. In a second step, the ambivalent
critique of Marx of these liberal concepts is presented. While criticizing the liberal
concept that with the triumph of mediated (and not personal) social relations, social
domination was abolished altogether, Marx still thought of such personal dependen-
ce was a thing of the past which had no future.

Against this backdrop, some elements of the theory of the racket are presented, namely
Kirchheimer’s thoughts on how in this form personal dependence returns to be a central
element of a post-liberal society and what consequences this bears for the form of state.

Abychom predstavili zdklad pro prezentaci nékterych tistrednich myslenek této teorie, nej-
prve nacrtneme koncept neosobnich socidlnich vazeb, jak jej chapali rané moderni a liberdlni
mystitelé, jako byli Hume, Locke a Smith. V drubém kroku je predstavena ambivalenini kritika
téchto liberdlnich konceptii ze strany Marxe. Ackoli Mars kritizoval liberdini koncept, Ze s tri-
umfem zprostiedkovanych (a nikoli osobnich) spolecenskych vztahii byla spolecenskd dominance
zcela zrusena, stdle povazoval takovou osobni zdvislost za minulost, kterd nemd budoucnost.

Na tomto pozadijsou prezentovdny nékteré proky teorie vydirdni, konkrétné Kirchhei-
merovy dvahy o tom, jak se v této podobé osobni zdvislost vraci jako istiedni prek postli-
berdlni spolecnosti a jaké to md diisledky pro formu stdtu.

Clének je vénovén &isteéné nezndmym Zivotnim piibéham tif videriskych radikélnich
demokrati z Cech, tzv. jakobint, odsouzenych ve skandalnim politickém procesu ve
Vidni v roce 1794 — Franze Hebenstreita von Streitenfeld, Heinricha Jelline a Georga
alias Probuse Ruszitszkaye. Clének proto kromé zndmych ddaji z citované literatu-

The article is dedicated to the partially unknown life stories of three radical democrats from
Bohemia, the so-called Jacobins, condemned in the scandalous political process in Vienna
in 1794 — Franz Hebenstreit von Streitenfeld, Heinrich Jelline and George alias Probus
Ruszitszkay. The article is therefore based on many years of research in Prague’s cadasters,
in addition to known data from cited literature, whose data has been supplemented by
other archival documents — lists of citizens and homeowners, lists of students from Prague
grammar schools, catalogues of students from the Philosophical and Law Faculty of the
University of Prague, files of the Czech Viceregency and official schematisms from the
citological collection, etc.

The essay seeks at least in part to describe the lives of three extraordinary personalities,
but also to show the lasting influence of well-known and lesser-known personsalities of
the Enlightenment in Prague society from the late 18th century until after the Napoleonic
Wars, including the families of Johann Marcello Freiherr Hennet, Joseph Kreiherr von
Born, Josef Ritter von Meritter, Josef Ritter of Meritter Griinwald and their friends.

Kauzy pfijimani dplatkd, zpronevéru spravovanych financi a zneuzivani ufednich pra-
vomoci se vyskytovaly napfi¢ celym magistritem, nejcastéji pfirozené v ufadech pra-
cujicich s penézi (taxovni a zddus$ni Gfad, trzni dozorci) nebo rozhodujicich o ,nedo-
statkovém zbozi“ (odvody, pfidélovani hrobi). Pro systémovou korupci ostatné v dfadu
se znatné omezenym vykonem hospodéiské spravy, kde byla vechna vydani pfesahu-
jici 500 zl. vizdna souhlasem zemského gubernia, ani nebyl dostate¢ny prostor. Presto
drobnd dfedni korupce a neprtihledné hospodaieni pfedstavovaly pal¢ivy problém.
Drobni dfedni korupce zistivd soucdsti magistratniho afadovani po celé sledo-
vané obdobf, revoluéni rok 1848 vsak pfinesl do organizace magistritu novy prvek —
volené zastupitelstvo. MozZnost naklddat s obecnim majetkem a pfidélovat obecni
zakdzky poskytovala pro korupéni jedndni fadu pfilezitosti. Definice korupce vsak
byla v poéitcich obecni samospravy znaéné nejasnd. I pfestoze byla fada obecnich
zastupiteld navizdna na spolecnosti, jezZ obecni zakdzky ziskdvaly, nebylo to zprvu
chépino jako problém. V pribéhu druhé poloviny 19. stoleti se vSak vefejnost stala
k podobnym excestim citlivéjsi. Vedeni mésta se snazilo piistupovat k feseni korupce
aktivng, a to nejenom formou sankcf, ale také pfijimdnim preventivnich opatfeni.
Od 2. poloviny 19. stoleti se nafeni z korupce a boj proti ni staly rovnéz stan-
dardni soudsti pfedvolebniho boje, dokonce mohly mit vliv na volbu starosty ¢i vést
k rozkolu uvnitf politické strany. S korupénimi aférami byla spojovdna piedevs§im
Niérodni strana svobodomyslnd (tzv. mladocesi) a jeji pfedstavitel, starosta Karel Gros

(ve funkci starosty 1906-1918).

Individual cases of petty official corruption can be well monitored for the pre-March period.
Charges of taking bribes, embezzlement of managed finances, and misuse of official authority
occurred across the municipality, most commonly naturally in offices working with money
(appraisal and chantry office, market supervisors) or deciding on ,goods in short supply“
(levies, grave asxignments). Indeed, there was not enough room _for systemic corruption in
an office with a severely limited preformance of economic governance, where all expenditure
exceeding 500 ducats were bound by the approval of the provincial governorship. Yet petty
official corruption and non-transparent management were a pressing problem.
Small-scale official corruption remains a part of the municipal office throughout
the reporting period, but the revolutionary year of 1848 brought a new element to the
organisation of the municipality — the elected council. The possibility of disposing of
municipal property and awarding municipal contracts provided a number of opportunities
Jfor corrupt conduct. However, the definition of corruption was largely unclear in the early
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days of municipal self-government. Although many municipal representatives were tied
to the companies that won municipal contracts, this was not at first seen as a problem.
During the second half of the 19th century, however, the public became more sensitive
to such excesses. The city leadership has tried to take an active approach to dealing with
corruption, not only through sanctions, but also by taking preventive measures.

Since the second half of the 19th century, allegations of corruption and the fight against
it have also become a standard part of the electoral battle, even affecting the election of
a mayor or leading to division within a political party. The National Liberal Party (so-
called Young Czech Party) and its representative, Karel Gros (as mayor 1906—1918), were
mainly associated with corruption affairs.

Uhorské vol'by pred rokom 1918, politicka manipulacia

a dobova literatira

Prispevok sa venuje problematike uhorskych volieb a v ich rimci rozliénym manipuldcidm,
pripadne korupénym praktikim z pohladu krasnej literatdry (beletrie). Skoro vsetky né-
rodné literatury, ktoré sa zrodili v starom Uhorsku totiz v nejakej miere reflektovali tito
problematiku. To rovnako plati pre madarsk i slovenskd postromantickd a realisticku li-
teratdru. V slovenskom pripade dokonca mozno konstatovat, Ze sa tu skoro dplne prelinala
realistickd generdcia spisovatelov s politickymi aktivistami ndrodného hnutia.

ZiKkladny rozdiel oboma spominanymi literatirami spocival pravdepodobne v tom, Ze
viacero madarskych autorov malo moznost intimne sa obozndmit sa nielen s volbami, ale aj
s pricou snemovne a jej poslancov. Naopak, prevaznd vicsina politicky aktivnych slovenskych
spisovatelov sa v pozicii kandidéta alebo kortesa sice zic¢astnila volieb, ale zvi¢Sa zostala stit
pred brénami parlamentu. Priamu poslanecki skdsenost z jedného volebného obdobia mal
len Viliam Pauliny-T6th, ktory zéroveri viedol aj narodnu stranu. Netpesnym kandidatom bol
otec Janka Jesenského, Jozef Gregor Tajovsky zasa ako tajomnik strany pomédhal kortesovat.

Ich madarski kolegovia boli tspesnejsi. Sved¢i o tom aj pripad realistického spisova-
tela Kdlmdna Mikszdtha, ktory ovlddal aj slovencinu. V provladnych poslaneckych laviciach
stravil viac ako dve desatrocia, avsak v pléne vystapil len dvakrat. Napriek alebo vdaka tomu
sa Mikszith takpovediac stal hlavnym kronikdrom uhorského snemu v obdobi liberalizmu.
Z jeho prozaickych diel Ctend snemovia, Dvoje volieb v Uhorsku, ako aj z rozliénych no-
viel prevazne vychddza aj dand publikicia. Z horeuvedenych pri¢in sa v mensej miere opiera
3j o diela sudobej slovenskej literatury.

Osobitostou slovenskych regiénov Uhorska bolo to, Ze ¢asto do snemovne volili pro-
vlddnych kandiditov z Liberélnej strany. Opozi¢ni a taktiez nacionalistickd Stranu nezd-
vislosti volili skér vyslovene madarské regiény krajiny. ,,Provlddny® charakter severu mohol
suvisiet jednak s verejnym spésobom volieb, jednak s volebnymi manipuldciami dradov,
a jednak z nizkou uvedomelostou slovenskych voli¢ov.

Pocet slovenskych nirodne orientovanych poslancov v parlamente zdaleka nedosahoval
populaény pomer Slovikov v rimci Uhorska (10 %). Trvalé netspechy a volebné prechmaty
dokonca Slovakov na urdity ¢as priviedli k politike volebnej pasivity. Skutoénd aktivizdcia
nastala az na konci 19. storocia, ked celouhorskd Katolicka fudovi strana aj s pomocou slo-
venskych kilazov dokdzala dostat do parlamentu aj niekolko vyloZene nirodne orientova-
nych Slovikov. Pozitivny vplyv na volebné procesy mala aj spolupréica viacerych uhorskych
nérodnosti v rimci Ndrodnostného poslaneckého klubu.

Pomer slovenskych poslancov viak stile zaostdval za celkovymi poctami a Casom sa
znovu zmensoval. Zaroven si vSak treba uvedomit, Ze v parlamente pravdepodobne sedelo
viac etnickych, nez nirodne uvedomelych Slovikov. O tom nepriamo sved¢ia aj viaceré na-
rizky Mikszétha v jeho dielach. Prirodzene pre podrobni a vycerpavajicu odpoved na tito
otdzku si bude treba este pockat. Urcite je vSak doleZité Casom vytvorit urcitd prehladni
typologiziciu slovenskych poslancov v uhorskom sneme.
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The article is devoted to the issue of the Hungarian elections and within them wvarious
manipulations, or corruption practices from the perspective of fine literature (fiction).
Almost all national literatures that were born in the old Kingdom of Hungary reflected
this issue to some extent. This also applies to Hungarian and Slovak post-romantic and
realistic literature. In the Slovak case, it can even be stated that the realistic generation of
writers almost completely intertwined with political activists of the national movement.

The basic difference between the two mentioned literatures probably consisted in the fact
that several Hungarian authors had the opportunity to become intimately acquainted not only
with the elections, but also with the work of the Chamber of Deputies and its deputies. On the
contrary, the vast majority of politically active Slovak writers participated in the elections in the
position of candidates or cortes, but mostly remained standing outside the gates of parliament.
Only Viliam Pauliny-106th, who also led the national party, had direct parliamentary experience

Jfrom one election period. The unsuccessful candidate was Janko Jesensky's father, while Jozef
Gregor Tajovsky, as the party$ secretary, helped to organize the cortege.

Their Hungarian colleagues were more successful. ‘Ihis is also evidenced by the case of the
realistic writer Kalmdn Mikszdth, who also spoke Slovak. He spent more than two decades in
the pro-government parliamentary left, but only spoke in the plenary session twice. Despite or
thanks fo this, Mikszdth became, so to speak, the main chronicler of the Hungarian parliament
during the liberal period. The publication in question is mainly based on his prose works
Ctend snemovria, Dvoje volobib v Uhorsku, as well as various short stories. For the reasons
mentioned above, it also relies to a lesser extent on works of contemporary Slovak literature.

A peculiarity of the Slovak regions of Hungary was that they often elected pro-
government candidates from the Liberal Party to the Chamber of Deputies. The opposition
and also the nationalist Independence Party were elected more explicitly by the Hungarian
regions of the country. The ‘pro-government” character of the north could be related to both
the public manner of elections, and to electoral manipulations by the authorities, and to the
low awareness of Slovak voters.

The number of Slovak nationally oriented deputies in the parliament was far from
reaching the population ratio of Slovaks within Hungary (10%). Continuous failures and
electoral fraud even led Slovaks to a policy of electoral passivity for a certain period. Real
activation occurred only at the end of the 19th century, when the all-Hungarian Catholic
Peoples Party, with the help of Slovak priests, managed to get several explicitly nationally
oriented Slovaks into parliament. The cooperation of several Hungarian nationalities within
the Nationalist Parliamentary Club also had a positive impact on the electoral processes.

Howewer, the proportion of Slovak deputies still lagged behind the total numbers and
decreased again over time. At the same time, howewver, it should be realized that there were
probably more ethnic than nationally conscious Slovaks in the parliament. This is indirectly
evidenced by several allusions by Mikszdth in his works. Naturally, a detailed and
exhaustive answer to this question will have to wait. Howewver, it is certainly important to
create a certain clear typology of Slovak deputies in the Hungarian parliament over time.

Stalin‘s Protégé: Thiilmann and the Wittorf Affair
In August 1927, KPD functionary John Wittorf received 3 000 Reichsmarks (RM) from
the Soviet trade mission in Hamburg to secretly deposit the money into the party account.
But instead of paying it in full, Wittorf squandered part of it on gambling and alcohol.
When rumors of irregularities in the cash book emerged in April 1928, Wittorf accused his
cashier Hugo Dehmel of theft, whereupon Dehmel was expelled from the KPD. However,
further investigations revealed Wittorf’s accusations to be unfounded. He finally admitted to
embezzling the money himself, which put party leader Ernst Thilmann in a difficult position,
as he had supported Wittorf and the KPD was already plagued by corruption scandals.
Thilmann tried to cover up the matter and informed neither the Central Committee
(CC) nor the Politburo. However, the investigation by the CC revealed several
discrepancies in Wittorf’s accounts and pointed to a major cover-up. After intensive
investigations, Wittorf finally admitted that he had embezzled the money himself.
'Thilmann, who initially denied all accusations, became increasingly involved in the case.
'The Central Committee criticized his and Wittorf’s actions and ordered a party purge.
Stalin intervened to protect Thilmann, as he was seen as a useful ally. Thilmann was
portrayed by the KPD as the victim of an intrigue, while his opponents, the right-wingers
and conciliators, were politically weakened. Stalin supported Thilmann and continued to
appoint him as KPD chairman in order to take action against the inner party opposition
and unify the party along his lines. The affair led to an increased Stalinization of the KPD
by suppressing opposition within the party and tying the KPD more closely to Moscow.

V srpnu 1927 obdrzel funkciondt KPD John Wittorf od sovétské obchodni mise v Hamburku
3 000 7iSskych marek (RM), aby penize tajné viozil na stranicky vicet. Misto aby je viak Wittorf zapla-
til v plné vyisi, cdst 2 nich promrbal na hazardni bry a alkobol. Kdyz se v dubnu 1928 objevily zvésti
o nesrovnalostech v pokladni knize, Wittorf obvinil svého pokladniho Huga Dehmela z krideze, nacez
byl Debmel z KPD vyloucen. Dalsi vysetiovdni viak odbalilo, Ze Wittorfova obvinéni jsou neopodstat-
nénd. Nakonec se sam priznal ke zpronevére penéz, cog postavilo stranického viidee Ernsta Thilmanna
do obtigné situace, profoze Wittorfa podporoval a KPD jiz byla suzovdna korupcnimi skandly.
Thilmann se snazil véc ututlat a neinformoval ani istfedni vybor ( Uv), ani polithy-
ro. VySetiovdni UV wvsak odhalilo nékolik nesrovnalosti ve Wittorfové iictech a poukdzalo
na zdvazné zatajovdni. Po intenzivnim vySetfovdni Wittorf nakonec priznal, Ze penize
zpronevéril sam. Thilmann, ktery zpoldtku vsechna obvinéni popiral, se do pripadu stdle
vite angaZoval. Ustredni vybor kritizoval jeho i Wittorfovy ciny a naridil cisthu ve strané.
Stalin zasahl, aby Thilmanna ochrdnil, protoze byl povazovin za uZitecného spojence.
Thilmann byl KPD wvykreslovdn jako obét intrik, zatimco jeho odpiirci, pravicdci a smifitele,
byli politicky oslabeni. Stalin Thilmanna podporoval a naddle ho jmenoval predsedou KPD,
aby zakrocil proti vnitrostranické opozici a sjednotil stranu v jeho duchu. Aféra vedla k vétsi
stalinizaci KPD potlacenim opozice uvnitv strany a tésnéjsim propojenim KPD s Moskvou.

Korup¢énici pred soudem. Na okraj delegovanych procesiu
pired moravskymi trestnimi soudy v 30. letech 20. stoleti
Otizka korupce byla v mezivile¢ném Ceskoslovensku soucasti mocenského boje
mezi politickymi stranami nebo v rdmci stran. Navzdory vefejnému obvifiovdni
z problematickych pfipadu se vSak nikdy nedostaly k soudu, s jednou dulezitou vy-
jimkou. Jihlavsky proces v roce 1932 byl netspé$nym pokusem o hanobeni politické-
ho oponenta, byvalého ministra Jifiho St¥ibrného. Brnénské procesy konané v letech
1935-1939 se zaméfovaly na problematické praktiky nékterych tfednikd minister-
stva Zeleznic a ministerstva vefejnych praci, hrani¢ici s korupci. Otdzka korupce se
samozfejmé netykala pouze téchto dvou vlddnich resortu, ale Republikdnska strana
omezila vySetfovini na resorty trvale vedené jejimi zdstupci, jako je ministerstvo ze-
médélstvi a ministerstvo obrany. Pfed soud vsak nebyli postaveni politici ani vrcho-
lovi management s osobnimi vazbami na politiky, ktefi se podileli na mechanismu
pololegilniho financovini politickych stran. Koncem 30. let 20. stoleti byli u brnén-
ského okresniho soudu obvinéni nizsi a stfedni manazefi ze zneuziti svého ufedniho
postaveni k ziskdni osobnich vyhod. Procesy navzdory dikladnému vysetfovani mély
omezeny Uspéch. PotiZe se ziskdvinim diukazi a svédka zptisobily, Ze odsouzeni byli
pouze néktefi obvinéni. Ceskoslovenska vefejnost se pevné stavéla proti korupci, br-
nénské procesy byly soucisti vlidou fizené propagacni ofenzivy, kterd neméla témata
pfenechat populistim a pravicové opozici. Jinak hrozilo bezprostiedni nebezpedi, ze
voli¢i odmitnou nejen zkorumpované zdstupce, ale cely systém parlamentni demo-
kracie. Odhalend a odsouzend drobnd korupce by méla obnovit a posilit diavéru lidi
v politicky systém exempldrnim trestinim obéti pokéni.

The question of corruption was in interwar Czechoslovakia the part of power struggle
between political parties or within parties, But despite the public accusation of problematic
cases did never tried in court wirh one important exception. Jiblava trial in 1932 was failed
attempt to defame political opponent, the former minister Jiti St¥ibrny. Brno trials held
in 1935-1939 focused on problematic practices of some officials in Ministry of Railways
and Ministry of Public Works bordering on corruption. The issue of corruption was of
course not only connected to those two government departaments. but Republican Party
limited the investigations in the departments permanently headed by its representatives
as Ministry of Agriculture and Ministry of Defence, But not the politicians nor top
level management with personal ties to politicians participating at the mechanism of
semi-legal financing political parties were taken to court, In late 1930's at Brno District
Court lower and middle managers were charged with abusing their offices to gain some
personal advantages, The trials despite the detail investigation were of limited success.
The difficulties in obtaining evidences and witnesses caused that only some charged was
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convicted. Czechoslovak public was firmly opposed to the corruption, Brno trials were part
of government controlled publicity offensive not leave the topics to the populists and right-
wing opposition. Otherwise, there was an imminent danger that wvoters reject not only
corrupt representatives, but the whole system of parliament democracy, Unmasked and
condemned small-scale corruption should restore and boost people’s confidence in political
system by exemplary punishment of expiatory victims.
